Steinway & Sons, Yamaha, and many others.  Most instruments are less than one-year old, include 
a new factory warranty, are tuned and ready to go.  Delivery and special no-interest financing is 
available on-site.  Moreover, in most cases, a “substantial portion”of your purchase is considered 
as a charitable contribution to the Rockley Family Foundation and may be TAX DEDUCTIBLE. *
